VIC
Don't you think it's about time you see a doctor?
FRANK
There's no point.
VIC
What do you mean, there's no point? We know he already knows the answer, so why does he ask? 
FRANK
It's the lungs. We know it’s not true, so why is he lying? 
(beat)

There's noting to be done. Correction 
Frank examines the grenade. 
FRANK (cont'd)
That's going to make it much heavier. Couldn't we use something else?
VIC
Only this metal can withstand the rate of compression of the gases. Contrary to Frank, Vic does not know anything about this so where does this information suddenly come from? 
EXT. CIRCUS Always indicate time of scene (Day ? Night? Dawn? )
SYLVIA is practising her tightrope act. We hear a sudden explosion. She falls off the rope and recovers herself smoothly as she lands on the ground. She sees thick smoke coming from the stables. Sylvia must be a new character since she’s written in capital letters – therefore, this is where she should be described (age, looks, particulars etc.)
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
